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The Alabama FFA Foundation is a 501(C)3 non-profit 

organization that was established in 1977. The sole 

purpose of the foundation is for the benefit of the 

Alabama FFA Association.  The Alabama FFA Associa-

tion was organized as the òFuture Farmers of Amer-

icañAlabama Associationó in 1929 and changed the 

name in 1988, to be consistent with the National FFA 

Organization and to reflect the broadening field of 

agriculture, which encompasses more than 300 ca-

reers in everything from biotechnology to communi-

cations to horticulture. 

Today, over 34,000 agriscience students in Alabama 

have the opportunity to take advantage of career and 

leadership programs offered through the Alabama 

FFA Association.  The Alabama FFA Association pro-

vides many opportunities for students to showcase 

what they have learned in the classroom and through 

their Supervised Agricultural Experience (SAE) pro-

gram.  Agriscience Education in Alabama is designed 

as a three-part model: FFA, SAE, and Classroom and 

Laboratory Instruction. 

 

 

 

 

Agriscience Education Model 

Persons desiring to support FFA programs in Alabama 

by purchasing pre-commitments must complete a 

òCommitment to Purchaseó application for the Alabama 

FFA Foundation distinctive plate and remit the addi-

tional $50 fee to their county license plate issuing of-

fice.  The county returns the original copy of the appli-

cation form and a commitment to purchase tag receipt 

indicating receipt of the additional fee to the applicant. 

The òCommitment to Purchaseó application can be 

completed even if it is not time for your tag to be re-

newed. The $50 fee is an annual fee in addition to the 

standard tag registration fees. Once the pre-

commitments meet the required amount (1,000), appli-

cants will have an unlimited time to return to the 

county office and receive their license plate.  In order 

to receive the plate, applicants must present the ORIGI-

NAL copy of the òCommitment to Purchaseó application 

form and tag receipt. Once tags become available, any-

one may purchase an Alabama FFA Foundation distinc-

tive plate. For more information, visit:

The proceeds from the Alabama FFA Foundation 

Specialty Tag will further enhance and develop stu-

dent leadership and career development opportuni-

ties for the members of the Alabama FFA Associa-

tion; as well as support leadership and staff devel-

opment for the over 300 agriscience teachers in 

the state. Agriscience education programs prepare 

middle school and high school students for leader-

ship and careers in the science, business, and tech-

nology of agriculture.  

The Alabama FFA Association offers a variety of 

competitive activities through their contests and 

awards program. Through the contests and awards 

program, students compete for scholarship money, 

recognition through competitive Career Develop-

ment Events (CDEs) in various industry areas, and 

awards for their accomplishments in progressing 

toward specific occupational objectives in agricul-

tural-related work experience through the profi-

ciency awards program.
